These two final build-
ings will be built between
the condominium units to
the east and the existing her-
itage-type buildings facing
Stittsville Main Street at the
front of the site.

This Orville Station devel-
opment is part of a LEED
(Leadership in Energy and
Environmental Design) for
Homes Canada-wide pilot
project and as such, will be
the first internationally rec-
ognized silver-level LEED
for Homes community in
the city of Ottawa.

Mr. Akash points out that
the LEED designation refers
not only to energy-efficient
construction methods but
also refers to a sustainable
living environment for such
homes. This means not only
lower energy and water bills
but also means sustainable
living. This is determined
through such criteria as
proximity to public transit
and to parkland and open
spaces such as the Trans
Canada Trail which runs
nearby this development.

Mr. Akash is hoping that
the Orville Station develop-
ment will be one of the cata-
lysts to help regenerate the
southern and central ends
of Stittsville Main Street
in Stittsville. This section
of Stittsville Main Street
has not seen the new retail
development which the
northern end of the street
has experienced recently but
Mr. Akash sees Stittsville
Main Street as being one of
the features which makes
Stittsville different from
other suburban develop-
ments in the city of Ottawa
and he is hopeful about its
revitalization.

Orville Station is Dharma
Developments’ second proj-
ect in Stittsville.

It is now just finishing
up construction of Powers
Enclave, a townhouse com-
munity at the south end of
Stittsville.
